o Jeremiah o Daniel

o Lamentations
* “Major” refers to their length not thelr 1mp0rtance

Minor Prophets
* Twelve, in order _ __

o Hosea o Nahum
o Joel o Habakkuk
o Amos o Zephaniah
o Obadiah o Haggai
o Jonah o Zechariah
o Micah o Malachi

* Are any of these familiar to you?

Prophets and Prophecy

* Prophet
o Messenger from God
o Who speaks a message from God

o Often a message of condemnation, but also of hope.
o *““the Word of the Lord” (cited 127 times in Isaiah to Daniel)

* Prophet speaks a message (prophecy) reardmg future

o Conditional or unconditional
o Explicit or implicit conditions
* Examples:

o Babylon overthrown by the Medes (Isalah 13:17- -19)
= 350 o Nebuchadnezzar plundering Egypt (Ezekiel 29-30)

o Ninevah would be destroyed in 40 days unless the
people repented (Jonah 3:4)

“Messianic prophecy”

Isaiah
IN'YY' Means “Yahweh is salvation”

* Prophesied during the reigns of Uzziah, Jotham, Ahaz, and
Hezekiah (8" century BC)

* An incredibly wonderful book
o Full of condemnation (chapters 1-39)
o Yet finally, the most evangelical Gospel of the Old
Testament (Chapters 40-66)
o Note the numbers 39 + 27 = 66

* Part I of Isaiah is full of *“Woe to you’s” to:
o The non-Israelite nations
o Those in Israel who have forsaken God

* The second part is pure Gospel (See Isaiah 9 and 53)
(Remember Handel’s Messiah)

Then I heard the voice o A personal story
of the Lord saying, o May it be your story
“Whom shall I send,

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Isaiah 9:6 (KJV)

For unto us a Child is born, unto us

Isaiah 53:3-6 (KJV)

He is despised and rejected of men;
a man of sorrows, and acquainted
with grief: and we hid as it were our
faces from Him; He was despised,
and we esteemed Him not.

Surely He hath borne our griefs,
and carvried our sorrows: yet we did
esteem Him stricken, smitten of
God, and afflicted.

But He was wounded for our
transgressions, He was bruised for
our iniquities: the chastisement of
our peace was upon Him; and with
His stripes we are healed.

All we like sheep have gone astray;
we have turned every one to his
own way; and the Lord hath laid on
Him the iniquity of us all.



Jeremiah
n'n1' Means “Yahweh exalts”

* Prophesied during the reigns of Josiah,
Jehoahaz, Jehoiakim, Jehoichin, and
Zedekiah (7"-6" century BC)

* Reflects on his own persecution
o Attacked by his own brothers
o Beaten and put into the stocks by a priest
o Imprisoned by the king
o Threatened with death
o Thrown into a cistern
o Whole life was lived in the context of
war (Egypt, Assyria, Babylon and King
Nebuchadnezzar who captured Jerusalem and took
many Jews as POW’s)
* The book of Jeremiah is actually written
by several authors, principally Jeremiah, but also his secretary
Baruch and others

* When ready to give up, recall the words of God

“Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, and before you were born I
consecrated you; I appointed you a prophet to the nations.”—Jeremiah 1:5



Lamentations
nJ'X Means “How”

* A collection of five poems,
* Mourning the loss of Jerusalem in S88 BC

* Mostly the poems are acrostic, based on the
Hebrew alphabet

e Often ascribed to Jeremiah, but he did not
write all five poems

* Luther finds God in these, saying it is often
exactly in our darkest situations that God
appears nearest

The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases, His mercies
never come to an end; they are new every morning; great
is your faithfulness.—Lamentations 3:22-23



Ezekiel

7x7tn' Means “God will strengthen”

* A book full of vision
written by Ezekiel, a
prisoner of war in
Babylon

* Like the other
prophetic books,
judgment and hope

* Black American slaves
created and sang
spirituals based on
scenes from this book

Daniel
7x1T Means “My judge is God”

 Remember two things:
o Daniel in the lion’s den, and
o The men in the fiery furnace

* The Book of Daniel is:
o Apocalyptic like Revelation

o Full of visions difficult to
interpret

o Has a clear message “Evil will
not have the last word”

“He delivers and rescues, He works signs and wonders in heaven and on earth; for He
has saved Daniel from the power of the lions.”—Daniel 6:27



- The Minor Prophets

* “Minor” refers to their length, not their importanc >
* Roughly chronological; focus on Jerusalem/Judah 5

* Looking at three of the Minor Prophets

o Jonah, the reluctant missionary

Blow the trumpet in Zion; sanctify a fast; call a solemn assembly; gather the people.
Sanctify the congregation; assemble the aged; gather the children, even infants at the
breast. Let the bridegroom leave his room, and the bride her canopy. Between the
vestibule and the altar let the priests, the ministers of the Lord, weep. Let them say,
“Spare Your people, O Lord, and do not make Your heritage a mockery, a byword
among the nations. Why should it be said among the peoples, ‘Where is their God?’”
Then the Lord became jealous for His land, and had pity on His people.—Joel 2:15-18
